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 In the game-show òJeopardyó, host Alex Trebek gives contestants the 

òanswer,ó and then the contestants try to be the first to give the correct 

òquestion.ó  See if you can give the correct question to these answers (hint:  

they all refer to the same thing): 

 

¶ òJames 5:16 says that this Christian activity has ôgreat power.õó 

¶ òWhile this activity often receives tremendous lip-service, many  

Christians perpetually struggle to integrate it into their lives.ó 

¶ òWhen Christians do this, they have a direct line of communication 

with God.ó 

 

 So, do you think you have the correct question?  Following the    

guidelines of òJeopardy,ó the correct response is:  òWhat is prayer?ó  Thatõs  

right ð prayer taps us into great spiritual power and gives us a direct line of 

communication with God.  And while many of us talk a lot about prayer, Iõm 

the first to admit that it is a struggle to keep prayer from merely being an  

afterthought.  In our American culture, we like action.  Planning and doing are 

much easier than fervently and consistently seeking God in prayer. 

 

 I believe God has great plans for Friedens Church, and Iõm very      

excited about what He is doing here.  Yet as we move forward, I want to call 

our attention to prayer.  From the perspective of what we can do as a 

church, there isnõt anything more important than prayer.  Throughout March 

and into April, we are going to focus our Sunday-morning services on the 

topic of prayer.  My goal is that we will not merely be talking about prayer, 

but that we will grow in actually praying, both as individuals and as a church.   

If we want to see great things at Friedens, letõs pray!
